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ABSTRACT

The Great Silk Road is a system of caravan trade routes that connected the countries of
Eurasia (from Western Europe to China) from the 2nd century BC. BC. until the 15th century This
trade route was the longest, more than 7 thousand km and played the role of a link between
countries of different civilizations and socio-economic systems.

On the territory of modern Turkmenistan, caravan routes have been studied in sufficient
detail. Along these routes in the IX-XII centuries. chains of caravanserais grew up, many of which
functioned for quite a long time.

On the road from Dakhistan to Khorezm, crossing the Karakum, the ruins of caravanserais
built during the reign of the Khorezmshahs have been preserved. One of them is the Bostanshah
caravanserai. It is located in the sands of the Karakum, 120 kilometers north of the city of
Bakharden, near the Kirpichli well. It is more than half hidden by the sands and has never been
explored

The article analyzes the name "Bostanshah". It is shown that the names of many cities and
settlements containing the syllable "bostan-buston-bost", etc. quite common in the Central Asian
region, including countries such as Iran, Afghanistan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan.
Upon further analysis, it was noted that the word "Bostan" is based on the connection of several
concepts, such as: city, water, garden, door and woman. This suggests that they have an initial,
certain, unified, archetypal basis, which can be described in words - the Garden of Eden, the best
place.

In the article, based on these etymological reflections, the author comes to the conclusion
that it is the location of the caravan- barn Bostan Shah - in the center of the Karakum desert was
the reason for such a name. Since before reaching this caravanserai, a person had to overcome
sandy, waterless spaces for several days. And when he reached this caravanserai, in which there
was water, coolness and safety - it was natural in such a situation to designate this place with the
word "Bostan', i.e. - "paradise".
