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ABSTRACT

The relevance of the study is determined by the need to search for effective inclusive
practices for the socialization of children with autism spectrum disorders (ASD). The article
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examines inclusive theatre pedagogy as an approach that creates a safe and structured
environment for developing communication and social skills. The novelty of the work lies in the
comprehensive synthesis of domestic and international experience and in the systematization of
methodological principles for organizing creative activities for children with ASD (inclusivity,
structured approach, reliance on the child's strengths). Based on the analysis of scientific literature,
the role of theatre as a tool for mediated social learning is revealed, and the stages of a session and
the functions of the teacher are described. The article concludes that inclusive theatre pedagogy
possesses significant corrective and developmental potential.
