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ABSTRACT

The article is devoted to the analysis of modern models of state paternalism as an evolving
mechanism of interaction between government and society. The differences from the classical
patriarchal form, the transition to social and collective variants of paternalism with elements of
democratization and public choice are considered. Special attention is paid to the Russian context,
where paternalism retains historical roots, manifests itself in expectations of comprehensive care
from the state, but faces the contradictions of globalization, the weakness of civil society and the
risks of paternalistic failure. The need for a balance between the guardianship role of the state and
the development of society's independence is discussed, as well as the prospects for hybrid
approaches to adapt paternalism to modern challenges.
